Your learning will take place through a wide range of activities including written

assignments (including leaflet and poster making), practical activities, discussions,

visiting speakers, tutor presentations, group work, workshops, creating materials and

resources, and practical experience in both the classroom and if appropriate within a

Health & Social Care setting.
